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Conclusions 

- Online degree programmes fulfil the same standards as traditional 

ones, although they have some challenges.  

- QA point of view: 

 i. Assessment methodology is the same for all official degree 

programmes. Nonetheless, some elements need adaptation (e.g. 

indicators).  

 ii. The context of an e-learning institution is important. 

 iii. There are benefits in dividing the evaluation into two units 

(institutional evaluation and degree programme evaluation).  

The institutional evaluation can be used as an input for the degree 

programme evaluation in order to focus on the key aspects related to the 

degree programme evaluation.  
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
